Both are alumni of the Faculty of Art of the Indonesian Institute of the Arts in Yogyakarta (ISI
Yogyakarta). In addition to their being known for their interest in folklore, indieguerillas are also
recognised for their proficiency in visual effects and inter-media experimentation in their works.
The unique intertwine between traditional values and contemporary culture has brought
indieguerillas to numerous important exhibitions around the globe.
